Official Call to Alabama Kiwanis District Convention

Gadsden, Alabama

August 1 – 3, 2008

This is the official call to all clubs in good standing in the Alabama District Kiwanis to attend the 2008 District Convention to be held in Gadsden, Alabama on Friday through Sunday, August 1 – 3, 2008.  The events of the convention will be held in various locations in Gadsden with the main convention sessions and the delegate assembly being held at Gadsden State Community College.  Official hotels will be as listed in the Spring issue of the Kourier.

Registration forms and an outline of the agenda for the weekend will appear on the District web site (www.alabama.kiwanis.org) soon.  You may check in at the convention on Friday evening at the fellowship dinner at the Kiwanis Pavilion at Noccalula Falls and Satruday morning at Gadsden State.  

The Delegate Assembly will be held on Saturday afternoon and will include election of the 2008-09 Governor (Ernest Hulsey of Huntsville Kiwanis is Governor-Elect) and the 2008-09 Governor-Elect (George Aiken of Pell City Kiwanis is announced candidate.) 
Two amendments have been proposed for consideration and action.  The first will add a new position to the progression to the office of Governor allowing a person two years preparation for assuming that office.  The position will be titled Secretary-Treasurer and will be the only candidate for Governor-Elect the following year, then the only candidate for Governor the year after that.  The current position of Secretary-Treasurer (District Secretary) is the paid staff position and will be renamed District Executive Director.  This position will no longer be a voting member of the Board of Trustees and will be covered by the District Policies and Procedures Manual and not under the by-laws.  The second amendment is to re-consider the proposed dues increase to $30/member/year to provide the necessary funds to move the District forward.
Every club in good standing is entitled to three voting delegates who must be members in good standing of their club.  Current and past Lieutenant Governors, current officers of the Board and past Governors are delegates at large and do not count against the club’s three delegates.
